Subject(s): American History I
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): Bill of Rights  

Grade Level: 11th grade
Materials:  SmartBoard lesson, Socratic Seminar Assignment and Grading Rubric, Court case handouts, Homework question sheet
Summary (and Rationale):  In this unit, students will analyze the original text of the first 10 amendments, known as “The Bill of Rights.” Through careful reading, they will study the language of the amendments in order to understand not only the intent of the Founding Fathers, but also the way these words have been interpreted over time. By the end of the unit, students will demonstrate this knowledge by writing summaries of selections, answering questions in an argumentative writing style, engaging in a Socratic Seminar and acting out a skit to show how the Bill of Rights affects their daily lives.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): For the KWL chart, have the students write one thing that they want to still learn about the Bill of Rights on a sticky note and place it on the KWL chart in the back of the room. [5 minutes]
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Students will review the Bill of Rights through an interactive game of Connect Four on the SmartBoard.
Students will critically analyze a court case.

Students will write an argumentative essay.

Students will write open-ended discussion questions.
	The teacher will be able to gauge understanding immediately if the student gets the question right or wrong.
The teacher will use the Socratic Seminar grading rubric to assess these objectives.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): For this lesson, we will be reviewing the Bill of Rights via SmartBoard. We will be playing “Bill of Rights Connect Four.” The class will be divided into 2 teams, but only one person per team can be up at the board at a time. Whichever team answers the question first will get to place a Connect 4 piece on the board. Then, a new person from both teams will come up to the board and we will repeat this process until a team gets 4 pieces in a row to win the game! [5 minutes]
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): The students will play Connect 4 until a team wins. Depending on how much time it takes, we may be able to play more than one game. [30 minutes]

V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): After we have finished playing Connect Four, I will introduce our activity for tomorrow, a Socratic Seminar. I will hand out the Socratic Seminar assignment and grading rubric. Using a choice board idea, the students will be able to choose between 2 court cases to study for the upcoming activity, Tinker v. Des Moines Independent School District and Hazelwood School District v. Kuhlmeier. The students will read a brief court case description, as well as the majority and minority opinions. Also, the students will answer questions relating to their court case. In order to prepare for the Socratic Seminar, the students will also be expected to come prepared to class with at least 2 open-ended questions. I will talk individually with certain students so they aware of the specific types of questions that they should prepare based on Bloom’s taxonomy. [10 minutes]
VI. Independent Practice: For the remaining class period, the students will begin reading and working on their assignment. They will finish for homework in order to be prepared for the Socratic Seminar activity tomorrow. [25 minutes]
